THE FOLLOWING GUIDELINES WILL ASSIST:

· If required, please bring a small fold-up seat and/or refreshments

· Wear your jandals!  And comfortable clothing.  

· Have sunscreen with you and something warm to put on, especially if your location is outdoors.

· Please wear your Surf Lifeguard outfit if you have one, otherwise the vest provided – and pass onto the next volunteer.
· Each site will have two collection pails, a clip board containing several resource items to assist with collection and several pens.

· PLEASE NOTE:  If you are asked "How much should I give?”  suitable responses could be 
“A DONATION OF YOUR CHOICE” or “AS MUCH AS YOU CAN GIVE”
· DONATXT – this is where a prospective donor may make a donation by their Vodafone or Telecom mobile phone. If someone says that they do not have any cash to give, you may suggest that they can make an automatic $3 donation by texting ‘FLAGS’ to number ‘4483’ on their phone. If you don’t fully understand this, don’t worry those with mobile phones text all the time!

· TELEPHONE HELP SERVICE: will operate on National Jandal Day.   Should you need more resources please phone (09) 303 9331, or 021 277 1783.
· PERMITS: All Council Trading Permits and individual approvals from property owners, including Shopping Malls, have been obtained. A condition of these permits is that volunteers must not block footpaths or other pedestrian areas and must not actively solicit donations from the public
· If a donor asks for a receipt, ask them to PRINT their name, address and amount (Donations $5 and over can be receipted) on the form inside the shoebox lid and a receipt will be issued by SLSNR within two weeks.  
· Under no circumstances allow your pails to be collected from you by anyone other than your Area Coordinator – who is easily identified by their Surf Life Saving outfit. In the unlikely event that someone untoward should attempt to take a pail you should not resist, or endanger yourself but let the pail go. You should however concentrate on getting a very good description and raise the alarm immediately to any passer-by and obviously the police, your area coordinator and me. We have been fortunate to date and whilst not wanting to scare anyone we must ensure your well-being.
