Event Entry Process

Once again this season we will be using the online entry system.  This system was used successfully at all last season championship events and clubs should be more familiar with this process.

Entries Open:
28/07/2008

Entries Close:
01/09/2008
Please note:

Without the following details your members will not be able to be entered through the online entry system:

a) Current Members (i.e. must not be stored in the ‘Last Season Members’ or ‘Historical Members’ folder on the SLSNZ Database.

b) Must have the “Membership Form Received” by SLSNZ.  (indicated by a ‘tick box’ at the top of the individuals membership tab)

c) Have a DOB recorded on the SLSNZ Database.

d) Have a PRIMARY membership with the club they intend to compete for (membership status displayed in the ‘Membership’ tab of the individual in the Database)

Tips for Using the Online Entry System

1. Team manager’s details – Please ensure that you take the time to complete the “Enter/update Team Manager's contact details” section of the online system.  This will ensure that the Team Manager receives all updated information directly and not via third party, or worse case – miss out altogether.

2. When entering patients into events, you can now display their ‘patient status’ by using a ‘+’ after the event number and team name. e.g. if you are wanting to enter a male patient (or female patient for that matter) type: 203/B+. This will display that person in the Women’s Tube Rescue race as a patient. 
Entry Fees

Entries for this year’s event will be as follows:

· $20 Flat fee per competitor (regardless of number of events contested)

All entry fees will be calculated by the entry system following the close of entries and your club will be invoiced directly.

Refund of Fees/Cancellation Fees:
a) Entry fees are non refundable or transferable if members do not take part in these championships

b) If the championships are cancelled, prior to the first even is conducted, 75% of all entry fees will be refunded to all clubs

c) If the championships are cancelled after an event is conducted, no refund will be given.

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Event Rules

The 2008 SLSNR Pool Championships will be conducted under the rules as published in the SLSNZ Swim Championships Competition manual.
An updated version of this SLSNZ Swim Championships manual can be downloaded from the SLSNZ website www.surflifesaving.org.nz

Eligibility of Competitors
The competition is open to any SLSNZ affiliated club.

All competitors taking part in this event are to be members of a SLSNZ affiliated club, and have completed a SLSNZ Membership form.

It is not a requirement of the event that competitors hold the Surf Lifeguard Award.

Combined club teams for relays will not be permitted.

Age

Age group is determined by the competitor’s age as at midnight on 30th September 2007.  For example if you were 13 on the 30th September 2007, you will race in the U14 age group.
Please Note:

All competitors must be aged 9 years or older to compete in the SLSNR Pool Championships.

Masters must be aged 30 years or older to be eligible to compete in that age group.

Individual competitors may compete up age groups as detailed below:
1. U12 may compete in U14

2. U16 may compete in U19 or Open

3. U19 and Masters may compete in Open

Competitors can only compete in each individual event once – for example an U19 competitor wishing to compete in the 50 m with Fins must choose either the U19 or Open event, not both.

In the Line Throw and the 100m tube swim with patient and fins events the ‘patients’ may not be the line throws or tube swimmers in the same age group.

Team Managers Meeting

Commencing at 3.00 pm sharp Saturday 13th September and 10.00 am sharp on Sunday 14th September 2008.  The venue of this will be confirmed in the team manager’s mail out.

Event equipment

All competitors are required to supply their own competition equipment (excluding manikins and obstacles) including rescue tube and fins.

All equipment must comply with the SLSNZ equipment specifications as specified within the SLSNZ Equipment Specifications Manual.  Copies of this can be downloaded from the SLSNZ website www.surflifesaving.org.nz
Competition equipment will be subject to random scrutineering checks during the event.

Scratching
We encourage you to enter your athletes as accurately as possible but realise that even the most well planned team may be met with injury, illness or other extenuating circumstances.  Therefore we have a scratching policy.
Scratching’s will be accepted any time after entries close by email or post and also to the event administration team at the start of each session’s warm up.  Please make sure these are on the correct form and that it is filled out correctly i.e. contains event number, event, name, club.  No scratching will be accepted by a marshal.  This allows us to complete any changes to the draw and produce the marshal/timekeeper sheets.

Warm Up Protocol

In the interest of competitor safety and well being, lanes will be allocated for use for different activities and by different age groups.  Please follow all directions.  Further information will be distributed in the team manager’s mail out.

As mentioned there is limited space and clubs are encouraged to contact Millennium as soon as possible.
Volunteers

This event requires a large volume of volunteers for it to succeed.  Volunteers are required for both sessions.  Therefore, as a part of the eligibility criteria we will require ONE volunteer from each club for every FIVE competitors, or part there of, from each club.  The names, phone numbers and email addresses of these people must be sent to SLSNR by Monday 8th September 2008.  
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
